CONTRACT FOR THE ORGANIZATION OF AN INTERNATIONAL OR CONTINENTAL HORTICULTURAL CONGRESS

BETWEEN

The International Society for Horticultural Science, hereafter referred to as the ISHS, represented by its President, Dr………….., PO Box 500, 3001 Leuven 1, Belgium,

AND

The cooperating Societies – …….., or Organizing Committee………., represented by Dr ……………./ Institute or Organization………………., hereafter referred to as the ‘Organisers’,

The following agreement has been reached:

1. The above indicated event receives ISHS aegis as approved by the ISHS Council and Executive Committee.

2. The Congress will take place from ….. to ……. at the ………(venue-city-country)

3. The Congress will be open to all persons interested in horticultural science, regardless of country of origin, provided that the registration fee has been paid in full to the Organisers. This fee is normally paid by the participant, but can also be paid by any other body provided that the commitment to pay is confirmed by an official letter.

4. The amount of the registration fee is set by the Organisers. The registration fee for non-ISHS members will be approximately 28,- euro higher than the registration fees applied for ISHS-members. At the closure of the Congress, this additional amount will be transferred to the ISHS accounts. In return, the ISHS will provide to these persons, non-members, the advantages of ISHS membership for a period of one year, starting January 1st of the year following the receipt of the said amount.

5. The Organisers and the ISHS will strive to find external funding to assist the participation in the Congress of students and young researchers from developing countries.

6. All scientific publications resulting from the Congress will be published in the ISHS series Acta Horticulturae. All scientific contributions, considered appropriate for publication by the Editorial Board, will be combined in a set of minimum x …(number to be decided) Acta Horticulturae books, both published on paper and on line at the ISHS website www.actahort.org, and this according to the ISHS guidelines and the control of the ISHS Central administration. The format, layout and design of the publication will be in line with the regularly applied ISHS standards.

A common review procedure will be followed for all contributions. The Organisers and the Publications Committee, in consultation with the Scientific and Programme Committee, will set up an Editorial Board to review the abstracts of all contributed papers. The Editorial Board will work closely together with the conveners of individual symposia to select the “designated speakers”, and poster contributions suitable for inclusion in the Acta. All manuscripts chosen for possible publication will be reviewed, edited and, upon acceptance, will be forwarded to the ISHS both on paper and as electronic files, for final processing.

7. An amount of 50,- euro per registered participant (excluding the accompanying persons) will be transmitted to the ISHS Secretariat together with the edited manuscripts discussed under item 6 of this agreement. The ISHS will publish the Congress Proceedings and will ensure that each registered participant (excluding the accompanying persons) receives one book of his/her choice out of the above x….(number to be decided) books. One such volume will contain a maximum of 300 pages. Mailing costs, resulting from this distribution, are included in the indicated amount. In addition to the above mentioned free volume, participants could order at the time of the Congress any of the other Acta volumes, published from the Congress, at a price reduction of 20% of the regular retail price. The Organisers will receive ten (10) complete sets of the Acta Horticulturae Congress Proceedings, and each of the volume editors (mentioned on the cover of the volume) will receive a complimentary copy as a recognition of his/her contribution to the publication of this Acta Horticulturae book.

8. A surface of at least 4 standard units of trade exhibition stands will be provided for ISHS staff members in a central location of the Congress venue. Telephone and internet communication fees will be the responsibility of the ISHS Secretariat. The ISHS Headquarters are entitled to invite other scientific agencies to share with the ISHS the usage of this exhibition surface.

9. Under no circumstances the ISHS will be held reliable for any financial losses occurred by the Organisers.
